
 Voters Awareness through SVEEP (Systematic Voters’ Education and Electoral

 On 23.11.2023, the students were enlightened by Block Education Officer,

Sampla about the process of getting their voter I.D. card. Approximately 300

students filled Form -6 and submitted it to BEO office, Sampla.

 On 25.01.2024, Voters day was celebrated under the aegis of ‘Electoral Club’

constituted in the college. The students were inspired when they saw the live

webcast of PM Narendra Modi's program, in which they urged voters to cast their

votes honestly if it was their first time doing so.

 On 26.02.2024, the NSS unit of college organized a Voter Awareness rally to

aware the voters about their voting rights.

 On 03.04.2024, a Poster making competition was conducted on the topics “मतदान
